III. Approval of Minutes: Motion by Michael Fong., 2nd Michele Lee.  Approved
IV. Old Business:  Erik Bjornstad reports that SV/SLV and Club 6 have decided to participate in the Earthquakes program, Student of the Game. He suggested that Competitive teams might want to affiliate. Affiliated teams can come to Earthquake games at $8/player.Still need to find VP.  Sand Soccer wants us to spread the word. Registration cut-off is April 4th for the May 7th & 8th tournament. 
V. Board Member Reports

Communication Director absent. 
Coaches Representative: Need to send paperwork and check for Coaching courses to District 2. Coaching dates will be posted on the web site. We will do a Spanish F course in Aptos July 1st-3rd. We will do one, possibly two  ED courses for the whole club. There is a $1500 minimum fee for ED course and a maximum of 15 enrollees per course. There is also a $500 bond per class required. Paul asked if we have the required funds. Paul will ask if D2 will hold the check of allow us to pay ½ now and ½ later. Paul would like to send all the paperwork in together. March Ref clinic is Full. April clinic has one space.
Eddie H. says Pajaro club does not need a Ref clinic at this time.
Delgado League Representative: There has been a name change. Now called Delgado Division 3 Advanced League. There is an all district,  mandatory Competitive coach meeting on 5/19, location TBA. Division A and B seeding levels will happen. Division A will be traveling and will be the only division to get trophies . Division B and C will get Participation awards. the Redwood League is coming into Delgado. Deb and John would like to get list of all Delgado coaches so SCCYSL can approve.
District II Cup Coordinator: absent
Secretary: no report
Spring League: Spring fees.$110 for U-10 and under, $185 for all others. This covers field and ref costs. Delgado has use of Depot Field every Saturday for games, and Wed/Fri slots for practice. Field can be divided in half for practice. Santa Cruz City schools have bumping rights. If Class I wants to use Depot, they should coordinate with Todd. Spring Season officially opens on 3/12.

NEW BUSINESS: Budget Continue to work on Budget. John would like every Board member to review the budget and get back to him with corrections.
Player Clinics: SCCF Grant of $8000 helps cover cost of Paolo’s player clinics. The other $4000 is covered by increased registration fees from 2 years ago.
Referee expenses: We are looking at a charge of $250 per club.
Scholarships:  John says we should have a budget for this. Amount of $1000 suggested. Kirk suggests that we put in under “Presidents Discretionary Fund”.

U-19 costs. John proposed that players register through their clubs like all the other players do. Fees would be the same. Publicize early so we could have realistic player numbers. We should work on sharing expenses with other areas. Age group would still be co-ed.

Motion to change Registration for U-19 to clubs by Michelle L. 2nd by Larry B. Passed.

Scheduling Referees.  Clubs should schedule in common. Arbiter system is used by SC and SV/SLV, costs $6 per ref.  Refs self assign. Avoids Referee coordinator burn-out.  Will bring back to board mtg in May. Web site is www.thearbiter.net

PCA:  Tony Sloss wants to put together workshops for parents, coaches. Over time PCA does make a difference.
