Old Business:
Division 1 and Division 3 Relationships:  Poaching  Every year this issue arises. John has received only one formal complaint which was without merit. Many complaints are not strictly poaching.  CYSA definition is very narrow.  Problems seen with overlapping seasons. Players are rostered until 8/31.  With early tryouts, Spring season becomes a problem area.  Spring league teams, even though a “paper” team, have players rostered. John asks should we add to bylaws? Michele W. brings up that player involvement does not enter into poaching discussion. Asking players to play on a US Club (Y-league) team does not involve poaching.  Larry B. says poaching complaints need to be brought to board with documentation. Larry J. notes that with early tryouts before Spring season, that newly selected players want to play on their new team for Spring.  Todd states that Division 3 teams lose too many players to Division I teams during Spring..  Larry B. brings up point that if the player wants to leave to play on another team, it is not poaching. John would like us to come up with clearer language regarding poaching.
High School: Historically, High School coaches had club teams which operated as pre-season teams. This is no longer true, with high school players spread out among the club teams.  Larry B. states he does not see a problem with the Division 1 coaches who coach high school.  Larry J. states that the problem seems to be between two Division 3 coaches. John says he has had one call about a U-16/17 player. Debbie stated that parents have told her that some high school coaches are telling players that they must be on their club team if they want to play on the high school teams. Larry B. reiterated that we will investigate if a parent or player makes a formal complaint.  Michele W. brought up that players/ parents may be afraid to come forward, thinking that it will endanger their chances of playing on their high school team.  Larry B. asks that we remember that our Division 1 coaches get some needed revenue from the high schools, and that the high schools benefit from having very highly qualified coaches.  John says we should issue a statement that is unethical to influence a player to  play on a club team with regards to high school team selection.
Coordination of tryouts: Michele states that there were large numbers attending the Santa Cruz City Division 3 tryouts and that it would be confusing to add Division 1 to tryouts.  Players stated that they didn’t want to play Division I. With many of the boys teams centered in Watsonville, players do not want to practice/ play there. Debbie P. says she has heard complaints about the cost of Division 1 and that players have stated that they don’t feel the level of training is signifigantly different. Todd reports that he had 30 U-9 players at tryouts. Paolo suggests that we ask at the beginning of tryouts what the player wants. Paolo said ideally, we should be evaluating Division 3 players on an ongoing basis. He would like to see joint tryouts at the younger age levels. Michelle L. suggests using an all star team event to showcase talent.  John will set up a committee to look at this issue.  Larry B. states that soccer divisions need to work together to promote vibrant programs, so that players are not lost to other sports.  Paolo states that we need to keep the Division I programs strong. That we need more qualified coaches. Licenses are expensive and the coaches absorb the cost.  Michele W. asks why we can’t have parent coached Division I teams and run them at reduced cost. Larry J. says there is only 1 paid coach on the Boys side and that other sports are expensive also. Suggestion made to put out newsletter this summer explaining soccer programs, allocation of registration fees, etc.
Coach Licensing Requirements:  Delgado insists coaches must have a D license for U-16 and older.  John will raise this issue at the next district meeting. This requirement is not found in CYSA regulations.

Advanced vs Comp:  “Comp” is not in team manual. John proposes that the league will change name to Advanced. John will see if we need to do this with a by-law. For now, we will proceed to call Delgado teams, “Advanced”.

U-9 Development: According to CYSA rules, U-9 players are not allowed to tryout for teams.  We have options to continue the program.  We can continue as before. We can have this program administered by one of the clubs. Or we can have each club do their own u-9 team.  This year, all games were played at Good Shepherd. The grant to pay for the program is in its 3rd and final year ($5000). The league does not have the funds to pick up the grant. Paolo suggests that we could have coaches donate time, at least on the girl’s side.

TOP Soccer: A soccer program for “differently abled” players.  John will talk with Special Olympics about this program.
