Introductions: Kris Kirby here representing Aptos. Lori Hibbett to talk about fundraising for Silicon Valley Soccer Complex. Carlos Moreno here from San Benito soccer league.

Approval of Minutes: Change made regarding Todd T. representing Club 1 at May  meeting. 7:15 Larry J. motion, approved with change.

New Business: Silicon Valley Soccer Complex. Lori Hibbett here to present.

Play at Morgan Hill will end 6/06, putting increased pressure on local fields. There are a few proposals pending.

a. Sobrato High School site: a 25 year lease only. No permanent structures allowed.

b. San Benito County: large site, 171 acres, for purchase at $1.9 million with 70% owner financing. Unlike Sobrato site, we can use volunteer labor/materials. Can have permanent structures.

Lori is asking local leagues to commit to fundraising. Some leagues have imposed a fee assessment at registration. Deanza taxes each registrant $25, towards this effort and have so far raised $50,000. Some leagues  have done charity events. The foundation needs local leagues to provide lists of possible donors and to have league representatives involved with fundraising efforts. Michele W. asks if fields can be used for Rugby or Lacross play.  At the San Benito site, we can try to accommodate other play. Paul H. notes that only about 40 acres will be needed for the complex, leaving room for development.  Lori states that both the cities of Morgan Hill and Gilroy are enthusiastic and cooperative. Gabriel asks about responsibility for ongoing costs? Costs will be District 2 leagues responsibility. Gabriel asks how this will impact Recreational players as Recreational players will not be usually playing at this site. Larry B. points out that moving higher level play to this site, will free up local fields so that Recreational players have local field availability.  John H. suggests that we find a way to promote direct use of this complex by Recreational players.
San Benito Soccer League: Carlos Moreno. Carlos would like to continue the partnership with SCCYSL for combined Recreational play at the U-12 & U-14 level, with 6 teams from San Benito participating.  Issues discussed were last years incidents with young referees who were unable to control the game, and  rough play. Carlos acknowledged that 2 San Benito  players were removed because of rough play.  He says  San Benito will continue to suspend players/ teams using rough play, and they will use older referees for these games. Michelle L. suggests that coaches from both leagues receive each others phone numbers, as last year communication was poor. Michele W. asked how Santa Cruz teams felt about traveling to San Benito. Kris Kirby, Aptos, said that was not an issue and that caliber of player in San Benito was high.  Mike Fong reported unsportmanship incidents: spitting, obscenities. He reports one MidCounty coach refuses to play in San Benito. Carlos reports there were also reports against our league players, including reports of racial slurs. Paul Holocher suggests PCA workshops for San Benito coaches. We could even offer PCA workshops here. Carlos says they are organizing PCA workshops in San Benito.  Carlos would like to continue the relationship between the two leagues. Larry B. encourages continued involvement. Carlos suggests a meeting with all involved coaches before season starts.
Advanced Soccer/ Class I  A group will be established to discuss isssues such as poaching, joint tryouts, player recruitment and coach training.  This group will try to develop a consensus and bring info back to the board. John will schedule meetings late in July. Group will present findings in Oct/ Nov. It was suggested that the league host a Class I / Advanced Information Night for parents and players to check out the programs.
U-9 program: Many ways to run the program. We could continue to run as before, although Todd is stepping down from this role and a new leader would have to be found. We could run this group like another Recreation group, with Clubs forming teams and the league scheduling games. Club 6 has offered to administer the program, retaining the elements of coach and player development, with the advantage that Club 6 handles all administrative duties. The disadvantage to Club 6 running the program is that other clubs might not want to relinquish players. Also D2 discourages U-10 competitive play. Another option would be to have Delgado run the program. Another option would be to have coaches run the program.

Larry B. states that this is a special, developmental program, and that either we continue as we have, or turn it over to Club 6, or why do it at all?  Debbie says rumors are floating that Club 6 wants to take over all non-Recreational play.  
Larry J. states that the girls coaching director, Paolo, would require that the girl’s Club 6 coaches assist with this program. This would give the program highly trained coaching. Games would be held at Good Shepherd. The Jamboree at the beginning and end would be retained with one suggested at Good Shepherd and one at Soccer Central. Paul H. asks if Club 6 and Advanced could administer the program together. Michele W. asks if the coaches would be compensated. Larry J. states there would be no coaching costs. 
Debbie P. asks how coaches would be picked. Paul and Todd have done it in the past. Mike F. suggests that we  have Club 6 run it for a year and reevaluate. John H. suggests meeting with the U-9 coaches and then put the program before the geographic clubs to see what they think.
Coach approval tabled until July meeting as we don’t have all the coach’s names. Debbie P. suggests that when a coach fills out their application to coach, that there be some way to check to see if there have been any issues with other Clubs.

Pajaro/Spring league  Rich Rhode reports that at an U-10 game, only 2 Refs showed up, and only one was licensed, and they  did not follow proper procedure for this situation. Rich emphasized that there are guidelines and that Referees must follow them, when there are less than 3 Refs available for a game. Also, a girl was allowed to play with a cast. The game was declared a forfeit and the coach was suspended.
