IV. Old Business

a. League committed to buy 800 tickets to Earthquakes Celebration Day. Sales very slow. Need someone to follow-up with Erik B. of Earthquakes. Michele W. volunteered. John will ask Kirk Adams to cut check and consider it a donation.

b. D2 Soccer Complex Fundraising:  League should try to raise 1 million over next 6 months.  A subcommittee to include Larry Biggam and John Hope to raise $200,000 in first phase. One idea is to use $150,000 in SCCYSL field funds and raise the rest. Escrow on property has not closed. At the end of escrow, the district must put up some payment. Sellers to carry back the rest. Michele W. has volunteered to work on this.

c. D1 and D3 realtions. John would like 3 open meetings for coaches, board members and interested parties to discuss relations this month. Dates will be  posted.

V. New Business

a. Draft Calendar

January: AGM has been moved to November. Draft budget.( $8000 grant for coach’s      training has expired.). Approve D1 coaches so that coaching license requirement can be addressed.

Feb: approve budget. Publicize U-19 rec play. Send out information to every U-16 player. Get in winter sports publications. Distribute at high schools. Jay at SC, Anne at Harbor, Michele W. at Soquel. Find leader for this age group program.  Approve D3 coaches.

March: D1 tryouts. Larry J. says will be earlier. Jay says U-13 and younger will be earlier.  John would like these younger teams to also comply with Ref requirement by each team supplying a name of a person capable of being an AR at that age level. Pat O. says please make sure Ref classes are available. John point out that as the number of teams increase, the (lack of) Referee situation worsens.  Michele W. asks if we have too many teams. John does not want to limit teams, based on Referee availability. Todd points out we are maxed out on field availability as some of the elementary schools are no longer available. Eddie says south county has added two Ref, but cannot compete with the Adult Leagues in Ref pay.  Paul H. will go to UCSC to recruit students. Anne F. suggest holding Ref classes on campus.

April: Semi deadline for $200,000 contribution. Eddie asks if billboard space will be sold.
