III. Approval of Minutes of last year’s (Jan 2005) AGM minutes. Approved
IV. Reports

President: 

a. Silicon Valley Soccer Complex is planned for a property on Highway 25 near Gilroy. Access problems will need to be worked out. John brought a plan of the facility for members to look at. Fundraising will continue with all clubs being contacted. The Morgan Hill complex is closing in the near future.

b. There are 2 offices open on the Board: Treasurer and District 2 Cup coordinator.

c. A league newsletter is planned for January 2006.

d. We are desperately short of Referees. No D1 or D3 teams will be registered unless they can provide an adult capable of being an AR at local games.

e. Coaches must meet District II licensing requirements, or present a reasonable plan to obtain the necessary license, in order to be registered.  Paul Holocher is acknowledged for scheduling many licensing clinics.

f. Division 1/ Division 3 Handbook.  John is working on this “Competitive Soccer for Dummies” for parents and players. He hopes to have it done by tryouts.

g. U-19 Recreation Play.  Coed play at this age level will continue. We will get word out to all U-16 and above potential players.

h. Top Soccer. John will explore bringing this program for special needs kids into the county.

V. By Law Changes: 

a. Proposed Amendment 1:  Article 2:02:01      

Current Text: “Premiere Futbol Club”

Proposed Text: “Santa Cruz County Breakers”
Bob Poser spoke in favor: The Breakers name better represents Santa Cruz County and allows for better name recognition. Eddie Hurtado spoke against: He does not feel Breakers name represents Pajaro.

b. Proposed Amendment 2:  Article 2:02:01

Current Text: “Premiere Futbol Club: Comprised of all Santa Cruz teams registered as Class 1 teams.  All players who play on Class 1 teams in the League are registered through this club.  This club may have a representative from each of the geographical areas defined by the other five (5) Club boundaries on its governing board.  A Club that wants a representative on this club must express its intention and communicate the representative’s name to the Club Board and the League by February 15th of each year”

Proposed Text: “Select Youth Soccer Club: Comprised of county-wide teams that aspire to reach and compete at the highest level of play.  Without restriction, this club may choose the best level of play for their teams and players and register them accordingly.  Clubs 1-5 may register their players and teams for Division 3 or Division 4 play without restriction, and may register players and teams for Division 1 play provided the team being considered for Division 1 play placed either first or second in the top division of Division 2 play the previous season.”
Bret Gillis spoke in favor: While having no problem with the Breakers organization, he believes there is a gap between D3 and D1. Many players do not want to play D1 as Breakers, even though he recommends that his top players try out for Breakers teams. Reasons stated were financial, commitment to year round play, and geographical.  D3 teams that dominate league play need a place to go. Possibilities are playing up an age group, girls playing in boy’s leagues, playing outside the area. 

German Plaza:  D1 play does require commitment. In the interest of player development, the players should try out for Breakers teams.

Debbie Pereira: Cautions that Abronzino will take only a certain number of teams in an age group. Possibility of conflict between Breakers and Geographical Club D1 teams.

Larry Biggam spoke against: This proposal would dilute the talent pool; divide the soccer community and present administration problems.  D1 teams moved from geographic clubs to Club 6 because of problems. Who would insure that tryouts would be open? Who would handle Red Cards and discipline problems?

Breakers rosters are very diverse, representing players from all areas of the county. Geographic D1 teams would probably not be so representative of the county population. Larry believes that local clubs should concentrate on recreational soccer.  He would like to see Bret’s team become part of the Breakers. “If it ain’t broke, don’t fix it”

Eddie Hurtado brings up the point about D1 teams that perform poorly in league: Should they drop down to D3? Eddie would like more D3 teams.

Paul Holocher asks for a No vote.  The Breakers have a system in place to develop players. We need to have countywide tryouts. Players need ability and commitment. 

Paolo Carbone: Has asked Bret to come into the Breakers organization.  All coaches need to apply.

  Article 2:02:01 Board of Directors

Current Text: “C3PL Representative”

Proposed Text: “Delgado Advanced Division 3 Playing League Representative”

e. Proposed Amendment 5    Article 3:03:03
Any adult who coaches for a League area high school will not be registered with a Division 1 or Division 3 team of the same gender as the high school team for ages U15 and up, beginning in 2007, unless specifically excepted by the league.   

Peter Putt spoke in favor. He thinks this amendment is necessary to take real or perceived pressure off players to play on certain club teams coached by their local high school coach. Peter notes that Club 6 has moved to eliminate same age/gender conflict at the high school level.

Frederick Lauber spoke against the amendment. There is not an abundance of coaches and many do coach club teams and high school teams. If there are individual problems, the SCCYSL board should address them. He contacted other leagues in our district and reports that 9 out of 15 do not have any such restrictions. Abronzino does not have any such restrictions. His particular team does open tryouts and composed of players from other area high schools as well as Scotts Valley High School.

Sandy Johnson spoke about her daughter who played at Harbor High and felt pressure to also play for her high school coach on his club team. Gabriel Constans feels that the Board should communicate with coaches and parents about coaching issues.  Bret Gillis feels the proposal would eliminate coaches in SV/SLV.  German Plaza suggested that if there are problems, the AD of the High School should be notified. He, himself, would drop a team if this were approved.  Ashley Edgar remarked that there is a limited pool of qualified coaches and this rule might create even more problems.  As the coach of Aptos High Varsity girls and also a Club 6 Breakers coach, he is now coaching younger girls to avoid the conflict. David Wright commented that writing bylaws to address individual problems is not the answer. Todd Tsukushi notes that parents are often unwilling to raise a complaint because they feel their child will suffer repercussions. Debbie Pereira says she has received complaints about high school coaches and has talked with the coaches.
