V. Board Member Reports.

President:  Only bylaw change at AGM was that player signature was not needed on Player transfer form. Larry Biggam was named Coach of the Year. Registrar: Went to AGM. Forms are being simplified. Photo requirements for passes are becoming stricter. No hats, glasses. Full head shot required.  Registration forms need to be signed in blue ink.  3 transfers per team, except for State Cup. Players older than 18 need to sign their own paperwork. Pass signatures are not needed, but some tournaments may require them. Registrars are responsible for WinReg. Will attend the District Registrar meeting.  On the subject of mailing labels: Only the Registrar may run labels with the approval of the league board. Club registrars can run labels to publicize tryouts or for a club mailing such as a newsletter.  Registrar was asked for an update on Lobitos. John reports a letter was sent requesting an apology from their manager. A reply was received and in the interest of allowing the kids to play, the letter was accepted and Paolo will be the coach of record for the remainder of their season.
