II. Approval of Agenda

III. Approval of Minutes: Motion by Todd, Michele 2nd.  Approved.

IV. Calendar Issues: 

A. Breakers approval of coaches. Paul Holocher has accepted coaching position at Cal Poly. Motion made by Michele to appoint Paolo Carbone, Coaching Director. Anne 2nd. Motion Approved.  Paolo Carbone presented Girls coaches for Breakers Club. All licenses up to date, no red cards. Motion by John to approve all Girls’ coaches for Breakers Club. Michele 2nd. Motion passed.

Breaker Boys: will approve at next board meeting. Michele noted that a number of the U-16 and above coaches do not have the required licenses.

B. Appoint U9 Development Management: Todd is potentially interested but is concerned about who will lead the coaches’ training now that Paul Holocher has left.  One proposal would be to move U9 program to geographic clubs as Division 3 teams. Paolo proposed that the Breakers take over U9. More discussion.

V. New Business:  Bret Gillis from Division 3 here to address D1/D3 relations.  He is coaching a U-15 team, which would like   to either (1) play up 1 age group within Division 3, or (2) play in lower division of Abronzino.   Paolo brought up that Abronzino would only allow 2 teams per age group from our area to play. Currently there are 2 Breakers teams planned. Michele suggested that this team try out Division I level of play by entering in some US Club tournaments over the summer. This would not jeopardize their CYSA standing.  Bret replied that this was probably not feasible, as his team does not play during the summer months. Several Board members observed that this discussion was difficult to have without knowing next years team roster.  Board would like Bret to return after tryouts with his roster.
