IV. Old Business:

a. Calendar items  SCCYSL meeting dates for early 2006: Feb. 7, March 7, April 4, May 2, and June 6. Place       Tony and Alba’s Scotts Valley.  Meetings will start at 7PM, with Silicon Valley Soccer Complex committee meeting at 6:30PM.

Tryouts:  Breakers For the older girls, U-16 and above, tryouts will be held during team   practices. Interested players will be instructed to contact the coaches. U-10 to U-13 girls’ tryouts will be help on 1/28 and 2/5. U-14 & U-15 girls’ tryouts will be held on 2/12.

The boys will hold tryouts in March.

Delgado tryouts. Todd would like to coordinate the different clubs. Will be held late March, early April. John reminds everyone that players must be currently registered to tryout, for liability reasons.

Registration dates: Not decided yet. Clubs are asked to forward the information to Gabriel, so he can post it on the web site.  Michele said we will run an ad in the Sentinel X3 to publicize tryouts.

Other Calendar items. Div 1 SC Classic will be held 8/5 and 8/6, with Larry Johnson coordinating.  Div 3 SC Classic will be held 9/23 & 9/24 with Tami Rudd coordinating. Season opens 9/9/06 and concludes 11/18/06.

Spring League will cost $200 per team this year.

b. League newsletter: John proposes that we send out a newsletter  in the end of January. Newsletter will contain Registration dates, U-19 information. Gabriel asked if a 2nd newsletter is necessary, and Ericka pointed out that this is a better time for a newsletter as we can get important tryout and registration information out.

V. New Business:

a.Budget: Handout passed around for review. Fiscal year ends 3/31/06. Proposal to terminate answering service.  Motion by John , 2nd by Michele. Approved. Budget items to include postage and printing for 1 newsletter. Note made that the Earthquake ticket expense will not recur. Budget represents a $10,000 shortfall. Every year there are unseen expenses. We need to raise fees.  Payments to Registrar were discussed. There needs to be a set fee amongst the clubs for “Data Entry Fees/ Processing Fees”.  

John proposed raising league fees $8-10. Michele proposed fees raised by $10. Gabriel noted it would be helpful to clearly explain to the public  where registration fees go.  Brief discussion of Coaches Development funding.

b. Donation to Silicon Valley Soccer Complex.  Proposal: We make a $100,000 donation out of existing Field Fund. Pat O’Brien raised concerned about the project’s progress. Larry B. suggested we give $50,000 as a first installment. Ericka G  motioned  to donate $50,000 To Silicon Valley Soccer Complex now. Michele 2nd . Motion passed.

VI. Board Member Reports.

President:  MidCounty election was protested by candidate for Registrar who lost. Michele, Larry B. and John heard protest, and reviewed written ballots. No reason was found to overturn election results. The president-elect (spouse of registrar candidate) resigned.

From all club, we need a list of officers and copy of bylaws  to send to the district.. Larry B.  went to the D2 meeting and reports that there is a $5000 fund to reimburse clubs for scholarships.Download form on the CYSA North website and send form to John if seeking reimbursement.
