II. Approval of Agenda: Add 1099 under Old Business, Uniform donation under New Business

III. Approval of Minutes: Motion by Todd, Robert 2nd.  Approved.

IV. Calendar Issues: 

A. Tony Sloss here for PCA. Will schedule Aug/Sept workshops. Each club needs PCA contact person. Choice of 3 double-goal Coach workshops, as well as a Parent workshop. Each club to do one coach workshop. Two parent workshops will be scheduled. One in North County and one in South County. Possibility of a Spanish parent workshop. Contract allows for 3 free workshops, (2Parent and 1 coach) More info available on www.Positivecoach.org website. Positive Play Date integral pat of program. One suggestion is to have Refs run PP date. Positive Coaching awards will be run by email.

B. League coaching Program: Dan Chamberlin here to present Proposal. Two-part program.  First part is a mentorship program. Get to every U-6, U-8 and U-10 team once a month during season. Would like to start with just one club, Santa Cruz. UCSC coaches would be in charge, as well as Paul Holocher. Centralized practices for sessions (4-5 teams). Rec coaches would run sessions with help from UC coaches. Handouts will be given to rec coaches after each session describing drill, game pointers etc. Cost of the first program would be $6,000= $9,000.  Second part would be a 10 week Youth Coaching Course, designed for Competitive/ Motivated Coaches. Coarse would cost $100 or $10 per session. John notes that Sccysl may give money to offset costs of Santa Cruz Club. Michele wants it made clear that this would not replace “F” license. Paolo questioned whether UC Coaches would be available. Dan feels he can get 4 coaches out per week during the fall.

German Plaza presented an alternate Coaching program.  German stated that the Pre-F just came back in CYSA. District 2 will pay for 3hr clinics. Pre-F will be taught by local coaches (Todd/ Tony). German sees this as a way to get coaches involved in the coaching license process/ ladder. German would like to do 10 hrs of practice session per club as well as a Goalkeeper session.

C. Team E-mail notification for AGM: This in an ongoing process. Being done as coaches are being named.

D. 1099: Clubs have fiduciary responsibility for their teams. If anyone is paid over $600, a 1099 must be generated. For fundraising purposes, businesses can take credit without a tax ID#. John suggests that each team should turn bank statements and budget into Club once a year.

VI. New Business:

A. Gabriel is collecting old uniforms for youth in Mexico, Rwanda, Guatemala and other countries around the world. Drop off at 310 Morrissey Blvd.  Rick Lopez coordinates donations for local teams (Beach Flats Soccer). Rick’s phone # is 438-4039.

B. Assistance to Team Attending Regionals: Breakers Blue U-17 Boys are going to Regionals in Idaho. Michele made a motion to give $1000 to this team towards their expenses. Robert 2nd. Motion approved.

C. Board Member Reports:

a. President: Results of Hearing on Gary Redenbacher appeal. Committee upheld decision of SV/ SLV Board to not approve Gary as a coach. This does not prevent him from coaching for another Club. John would like to get TOP soccer here. Bret has offered to help.

b. Vice President: Absent

c. Secretary: No report.

d. Treasurer: Total cash balance $65,259.73.  Expenses for period 4/1- 6/5 are $4,249.65.   Total income for same period is $5,720.30.

e. Registrar: All Clubs have paid except Aptos. Second Export due 6/10/06. License issues continue.Non-compliant Coach’s passes will released for summer tournaments, but recollected until licenses have been upgraded.  John asks for a list of noncompliant coaches.  Roster limits on in house teams will not be strictly enforced, but teams playing out of Santa Cruz County must abide by cysa rules.  Some clubs have been using their own version of Registration forms.  CYSA will not accept these for insurance purposes. Clubs should have a link to the official form on their websites.  John asks for a memo to be sent out to clubs informing them that players registered on non-official forms will no be covered by cysa insurance.  Photos on players passes must meet cysa guidelines. Michele asks that registrars please check photos. CYSA is cracking down and unacceptable photos may result in check in problems at tournaments.  There have been a few D1 players requesting to move to D3 teams. Players and Coaches should be aware that if the player has played in any tournament with the D1 team, they are ineligible to play in tournament or cup play with the D3 team. Question about naming of Aptos D3 teams. Team name must be consistent on all documents.

f. Assistant Registrar: No report 

g. Coaches Coordinator: ED license in July is full. Goalkeeper has room. SV/SLV ED class has room. There will be more off-season license clinics after this fall.

h. Communications Director: No report

i. Tournament Coordinators Larry reports 114 applications received for Breakers Cup.

j. Delgado Rep: Registration will open soon. Delgado will impose fines for improper licensure.
