II. Approval of Agenda: Approved

III. Approval of February 7th minutes. Motion by Michele, 2nd Gabriel, Approved..

IV. Old Business:

a. Calendar items   Approval of Division 3 coaches: Todd not ready. Reschedule for next meeting.

Breakers Boys’ coaches: All coaches were up to date on license requirements or actively working on this. Motion to approve coaches by Todd, 2nd by Michele. Approved.

b.  Insurance Certificates:  Larry Biggam is working on this. Please send lists of institutions needing to be insured to Larry B. and John Hope. Include both fields and meeting places. Insurance limit is $1million.

c. Newsletter: John only got 1 submission. As each club puts out a newsletter, we will look at whether the league needs to put one out.

d. Board Vacancies: still need D2 Cup Coordinator. Tami is willing to do if the site is Morgan Hill.

e.Draft for E-mail Notification:  To use email to notify for AGM.  Need email addresses of all elected members of each club and a team contact for each team. Included in the team registration packet will be a form asking for an email contact. Registrars will be responsible for checking that the form is turned in.  Todd pointed out that it just takes one person who doesn’t get notified to invalidate AGM.  John will add to registration form, that any change of email address must be reported, and that 3 email addresses per team be provided (main and 2 alternates)

V. Guest Introduction:  Dan Chamberlin is the new Director of Catalyst and the Men’s UCSC Soccer Coach.  Dan is interested in coaching education and looks to expand coaching clinics within the Catalyst program. John expressed interest in the league helping subsidize coach training and asks for Dan’s input.  Dan reports that UCSC is in the process of building a stadium with turf and  lights on the lower field. 

VI. New Business:

a.Budget: Budget reviewed. It was noted that the Division I Santa Cruz Classic profits go to the Breakers club, while the Division 3 Classic profits go to the league.  It was noted that any club can put on a tournament, as long as SCCYSL sponsors it.  As far as Jamborees, it was brought up that they are non profit which means that you can only charge to recover expenses. Entry fees to the Santa Cruz Classic will increase to $550 this year and teams are being added. This will hopefully bring in more revenue.  Pat asked if we can then decrease registration fees. Michele pointed out that although this budget shows a surplus, we are not taking into account the Silicon Valley project and that this year, we are in the red.  Ericka reports that the Aptos Club will be given rights to the new turf field at Aptos High during non high school hours on the weekends in exchange for a cash contribution. Ericka is asking the league for $25,000 towards this project. Field maintenance will be done by the school district. Robert Rhoades would like to see the contract before any action is taken. Ericka will send a copy of the land use contract to BOD. John pointed out that this would be an appropriate use of field funds.  Eddie reports that Watsonville High is also putting in a new turf field and the Parjaro Club will be allowed to use it. 

 A Proposal  was made by Todd  to change the scholarship line item to read “Team Assistance”and to have the amount be $1000. Ericka 2nd, Motion approved.

A Proposal was made to add $1 per player for Assistant Registrar. Eddie motion, Anne 2nd, Motion approved.

Motion to approve the budget aa amended. Todd motion, Tami 2nd. Approved.

b. Silicon Valley Soccer Complex.  First payment of $30,000 was made. Still working on access to the property.  A $440,000 payment is due in august. D2 has the money available in field funds. Leagues were told to contribute$100,000 by March. Only 3 out of 17 leagues did contribute funds., including Santa Cruz.  Property cost is 1.7 million and cost of facility is unknown.
