Introduction of Guests: Tighe O’Sullivan, Thomas Miccio from Sand Soccer. Sand Soccer tournament is returning to Santa Cruz on June 24/25.  They are looking for Santa Cruz teams to participate and help out. Also need sponsors.  $350 fee per team, with each team guaranteed 3 games. 

Gary Redenbacher, a coach with a dispute with the SV/SLV board for not approving his application to coach.  Gary thanked the Board for letting him speak and hoped they had read his 17 page email summary of his concerns. Several parents from his last season’s team spoke in his favor. Karen Andrews stated she had excellent experiences with this coach and has been unable to get a response from the SV/SLV board as to why  Gary was not approved. Jeff  Maxwell stated that the players were distressed to be told they were picked for a team, only to be told later that they needed to tryout for a new coach/ team. Beth Trouchard said she had heard only that “it’s best for the league” that Gary not be approved, and also said that the players were very upset. Rodrigo Reyes is upset with the process. Holly Martin hoped that parents would be involved in decision making process in the future. Terry Lepoore said 10 parents signed an email addressed to the SV/SLV board asking that Gary be approved/ reinstated. Renee Fish said she had concerns with how the coach was treated by the board. Todd Teeman, the asst coach on last years team does not understand how this is in the best interests of the players.

Jay Gomez thanked the guests for speaking and reminded everyone that there would be a formal hearing later this month to discuss this matter.

Robert Rhoades, president of SV/SLV, stated that the club had tried unsuccessfully to have Gary meet with Todd and SV/SLV Board. The Board had issues with independent raters and the handling of tryouts. Robert stated that there were 4-5 coaches that the board had issue with and with the exception of Gary, all issues were resolved and those coaches are coaching. 

Michele Wright, in referring to the 17 page memo, stated that the family of the  daughter of the SV/SLV board member who Gary felt pressured to accept onto his team, was out of town for the period in question.  Daryl Von Haunatter, the SV/SLV registrar stated that she did not pressure the coach to pick her daughter and tried to keep her Board affiliation private.

III. Approval of Minutes: Motion by Michele, Pat 2nd.  Approved.

IV. Calendar Issues: 

A. Larry Biggam sent in insurance contract. The old contract is still good thru 9/1. The new ones will be here in 5-6 weeks. He will distribute them to club presidents .

B. Approval of D3 Coaches: With the exception of Pajaro coaches, all clubs have submitted names. Michele and  Todd both brought up that this approval should be happening earlier in the year. Todd said that Delgado will not schedule a team if licensure requirements are not met and the team may be fined. Michele will give coaches, who are working towards proper licensure  their passes now, but that they must return them to her to be updated after the license class.

Todd made a motion that the Board accepts this list of coaches, Anne 2nd. Motion passed

V. Old Business:

A. Calendar for 2006: 

B      New District II Cup Coordinator: Tammi and Ericka would like to share the positon. Todd moved that we accept Tami       .
and Ericka as District II Cup Coordinators. Pat 2nd. Motion approved.

B. Request for $25,000 for Aptos High Artificial Turf Field.  Field fund is approximately $50,000. Larry B. wants clear access agreement. Ericka has an MOU for a donation of $50,000 (Aptos Board donating $30,000 of this) and was hoping that SCCYSL Board would donate the other 20,000.  Pat made a motion: Pending receipt of MOU, we approve a donation of $10,000 towards  the Aptos High Field, Michele 2nd. Approved.

C. Silicon Valley Soccer Project: Larry Biggam passed around maps/sketches of the proposed project. We have a duty to maintain regional facilites. The developers of the adjacent property are very supportive. All the leagues are donating towards this project. We still owe.  Motion made by Jay to donate $10,000 for Silicon Valley Soccer project. Michele 2nd. Motion approved. 

D. 1099 Requirements:  Some teams and clubs are already doing this. Each team should get a tax id# if they are using funds to pay trainers.

E. Team Email notification: tabled until next meeting.

VI. New Business:

Al     Storage locker:  Registrar has 12 boxes of documents.Concerned with storage conditions and confidentiality.  Suggest renting a storage locker.

VII. Board Member Reports:

A. Past President: We will need a tuition increase soon to help offset field expenses.

D. Treasurer: Marc has just received league papers this week.

E. Registrar: Computers are closed out. Can’t run labels. Team books are being put together. Exports are due every month.

F. Assistant Registrar: absent. 

G. Coaches Coordinator: German reports that CYSA D2 is reimbursing fees for coaching clinics (coaches must pass the class). National D license can’t be done over 2 weekends at this time. National D is hosted by State and we may offer D only if other D classes get booked. Possibility of doing one in January. German would also like togo to a Universal Coaching Application form, that all the clubs would use.

H. Communications Director: absent

I. Tournament Coordinators: First planning meeting of D1, D3 happening. Local teams must attend if they wish to participate. Tournaments will do joint adverstising. Maximum of 3 local teams per age group will be accepted.

J. Delgado Rep: New rule that if a team disbands, the league of registration may be fined up to $200.

K. D11 Cup coordinator: 

L. SC club: Looked at Aptos proposal, but have not voted on it.

M. MidCounty: Ray representing. Looking for sponsorship coordinator. Still no president.

N. Aptos: already discussed 

O. SV/SLV: Had a concern with an U-14 team who were approved to play up. They were advised to register as a U-14 team and play up in Delgado. Now they want to add a U-15 player. Can not do this.

The U-11 girls team had new tryouts after Gary Rendenbacher’s coaching application was denied. 10 girls are undecided pending  resolution of Gary’s coaching dilemma.

P. Pajaro: Ralphie Ruiz introduced as the new Club President. Reports major field issues. City of Watsonville is taking overfields and removing goals. Registration will begin next week. All Board positons filled.
