V. Old Business

a. Redenbacher Law Suit:  John was sent a letter, threatening to include him in the law suit, which he forwarded on to CYSA Directors insurance lawyers. Dave Cole asked about help with legal representation for SV/SLV. CYSA will handle legal representation. Mr. Redenbacher is currently on the Breakers BOD.  Members of this board do not feel this is appropriate. Dave Cole contacted Dave Mann about Mr. Redenbacher sitting on the Breakers Board and was told that Mr. Redenbacher should not be on any soccer board, when he has a lawsuit pending against other board members.
b. Board Vacancies: 

i. Michael Gottsegan is interested in Delgado Rep. position and will be here in February. 

ii. We need to find a President. 

iii. Audrey will continue to maintain the web site, but does not want to be a board member, so Communications Director position is open.

iv.  John will be Treasurer only thru March.

VI. New Business
a. Breakers Coaches List:  Paolo presented a list of proposed coaches for Breakers club. Michele moved to accept the list, with the provision that coaches who need to upgrade their licenses do so.  Michele and German will seek clarification if coaches need a D license after three years if coaching U-14 and below.  Tami 2nd the motion.  Passed
b. League Budget:  See handouts. 

CYSA will be voting on increasing fees by $1.25 per player, from $26.25         to $27.50, to cover the costs of on-line registration. A proposal was made to increase our local registration fees by $3.00 per player to cover this increase and to cover future expenses. Discussion of costs of installing artificial turf fields and request by SV/SLV for league funds for field at SLV High School. This board recognizes that we have set a precedent with our donation towards the installation of artificial turf at Aptos High. Todd stated that if the CYSA fee is not increased, he would like to see the whole $3/per player go towards field fund. Tami made a motion to increase player fees by $3, with provision that if CYSA field increase fails, the whole $3 goes to the field fund. Larry 2nd. Motion passed.  
Michele made a motion that the clubs pay only one check of $29.50 per player  Tami 2nd. Motion passed.

Other source of revenue for league is the Santa Cruz Classic. $24,988 this year. Tami and Todd would like this money to help D3.  
Delgado fees are still owed by some clubs.

Donation to Turf Field at SLV High: SV/SLV is requesting a donation of $15,000   towards the installation of SLV High field. SV/SLV would agree to pay $5000 per year towards the upkeep of this field. Question asked about how this would affect SV/SLV league payments to Skypark? Larry B. suggested the same amount should be given ($10,000) as was given to Aptos High. 

c. Budget Categories for Leagues and Clubs. 
Proposal:  The league policy shall be that every team which expends or takes in funds, rends an accounting to their club by 12/15 of each year. This is to include who they paid. A 1099 must be issued by clubs, not teams if an individual earns $600 or more. Larry B. made the motion, Tammi 2nd. Motion passed. John proposes to make a standard form and have it put on the web site.
d. Classification of Employees/Contractors:  Status of  League Registrars needs clarification. At club level, we need to look at Field liners, Ref coordinators and registrars.

VII. Board Member Reports

a. President.  Newsletter was sent out. The cost to the league was $140 after donations from community. John requests that clubs send him a list of Board members. This is John’s last meeting as President. We need a new President!
b. Vice President.  No report
c. Secretary.  No report
d. Registrar.  No information on Spring so far. On-line registration is coming this spring, but Michele recommends that we wait until 2008 to implement it. All registrars are requested to attend the training at the AGM. All Registration paperwork needs to be placed in the league locker.
e. Treasures:  John already spoke about 1099 and financial issues.
f. Delgado.  Trophy distribution was a nightmare.  Michael Gottsegan will take over next month.
g. Coaching Director.  German reviewed Coaching license clinics. This summer he hopes to have 3 Fs, 3 Es and 1 ED. Will have another ED in Nov 2007.  German is working with CYSA to bring a D license clinic here, perhaps at MVC. Problems with last minute cancellations. He will now require a check at registration that will be returned after completion of the course.
h. Communication Director: vacant
i. D2 Cup Coordinator. No report
j. Tournament Director.  Tami and  Larry have no report.
k. Ref Coordinator.  Will schedule ref clinics if clubs interested. Need space for 25-30, and 6 weeks notice. Class registration fee and uniform runs about $75. Some clubs will reimburse.
l. Club 1 (Santa Cruz)  Pat O’Brian here. No report
m. Club 2 (Mid County) Some board positions are open. Would like to schedule spring and summer ref classes.
n. Club 3 (Aptos) Todd Anderson is here to represent, Kris Kirby is president. Issue raised as to whether one person can be both a club president and a registrar. 
o. Club 5 (Pajaro)  No report
p. Club 6 (Breakers) 180 kids came to joint tryouts u-10, u-11, and u-12 that were held with mid county.
