V.      Old business

A. Lawsuit by G. Redenbacher.  Larry B. talked with attorney Volkman and he agreed to  billing by the hour, without a retainer. Volkman will talk with Margoles to see if we need representation by Volkman.  No real news. 

B. Board Vacancies:
i.Treasurer: Anne nominated Larry Johnson for Treasurer, Tami 2nd, approved.
ii.President: Still vacant. Need one person  designated that  to  Red Cards can be sent to. Larry Biggam will do Red Card reports and insurance. Michele asks if we can hire someone to schedule fields. John may not be in town.  Some leagues use software.  Todd will look into the software that SC club uses.

iii.Communication Director: still open. Audrey is willing to update the website.  Todd notes that this person can do press releases. John will not do the next newsletter.  

C.      Approval of Class 3 coaches:  Santa Cruz Club coach list read. There are 3 license issues. Kris motioned to approve Santa Cruz D3 coaches pending  satisfaction of license  requirements, Michele 2nd. Approved
Mid County:   Bob submitted a list of coaches. Todd made a motion to approve coaches pending satisfaction of license requirements, John 2nd.  Approved.

Next month PV, SV/SLV, Aptos

Michele requests that all coaches be aware of license requirements for next year.

C. Spring Soccer; 12 teams done, 13 pending. 3  Todd knows of 3 more in SC. Need a coordinator.  Tom Morano may be interested in this job next year. John suggests that someone start this year. Most of the work can be handled at the club level.  Bob asks if a registrar for one club, can see other clubs. Michele says yes. Will cut down on duplicate registration.  Administration  support is for fields and refs. Rich is doing assigning. Coaches can contact Todd.   Need accountability at league and club level. 
Todd: If there is a problem with a Spring League team, the clubs will have oversight. John said last year there was a team trying to register that was from Hollister.  Larry B. would like someone, the Clubs, to be responsible initially. Michele notes that some Spring teams are not continuations of Fall teams, but new teams.  Allegations of poaching have been made.  Michele does not think it should be overseen at the club level, but at the League level. Larry B. would like Spring Soccer to be on the agenda each month.

Status of Turf Fields:  SLV is going ahead with getting a loan. $50,000 from Granite. SCCYSL will give $10,000.  Aptos High having a big fundraisier this weekend. Ground breaking is May 15th.  Branciforte Middle School is also looking into the prospect of putting in an artificial turf field.

VI. New Business

A. Santa Cruz Classic Funds Dispersal:  John says that there is room in the budget for dispersal.  Funds are kept in a separate account. $26,000 in Classic Fund. Need a prudent reserve for operating funds.  This is a one time disbursement.  Todd wants it to be year to year.  Larry B suggests the funds go to the Club Boards for them to disperse.  Points out that some local teams do not get in and would be doubly penalized.  Todd would like to give each club $2000, and teams that help out get a $200 rebate. John proposes that each club talk about this. Tabled until next month.

VII      Board Member Reports:
A. President: Vacant

B. VP:League affiliation has been approved. Morgan Hill has been using Redevelopment funds to change complex to multi use site. Funds dried up and hotels spoke up. Further development plans are on hold so soccer fields will remain 5-10 more years: Eleven fields , 9 natural and 2 artificial fields.

C. Secretary: No report

D. Registrar  ID numbers for every player and adult will change. These numbers will follow the players for their whole soccer career. We will need the mother’s birthdate, so all players should be asked for Birth Certificates this year.  Registrars will be working more hours this year.
E.Treassurer: Net worth statement passed around. Net worth $77,764.06

Team Form sent around (Income and Expense Form).  Reminder that 1099 must be issued for income earned over $600.  Important that these forms be completed in the event that someone files a lawsuit. Club treasurers should not be expected to verify these statements.  John asked that the forms be reviewed with boards and we will discuss next meeting.  Robert asks if a trainer is paid by 2 different teams in amounts totaling over $600, how will we handle it.  Unknown at this time
