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SCCYSL Board Minutes
09/06/11 – Scotts Valley Parks and Recreation
Members present: Lea Halloway, Gary Redenbacher, Tony Sloss, Dan Sampson, Susie Nowak, Mike Oglesby, Bob Veach, Laura Beraut, Melissa Scott, Carson Kelly, German Plaza, Charlie Bailey
Guests:  Tim Martin
Meeting was convened at 7:10 PM.   
Welcome to Melissa Scott the new president of Aptos.
Mike mentioned that CYSA is offering to add Monterey to our area.  
New business:  Protest/Complaint policy.  Aptos had a problem with a coach and a member tried to elevate it to league level.  We declined, but we probably need a complaint policy in the event anything does reach the county board.  Proposed policy is distributed.  Gary will draft some further criteria for appeals from the club and look at possible interventions in the event a club board appears to be out of line.
Mike presented various cost allocation models based upon comp and rec enrollments for each club.  Mike moves to use current year registration numbers as of August 1, 2011, rather than past years, for determining operating expense allocations for each club.  Amended motion – Allocation is for the year 2011 only. Second by Carson.  General discussion about how much the allocation depends upon comp teams versus rec teams, which are not CYSA.  Dan believes that the rec players should contribute to some degree.  Carson also notes that the league does some rec coordination.  Motion carries unanimously.  Tony - Motion to allocate operating expenses of the budget to the clubs based on their percentage of CYSA enrollment as of August 1, 2011.  If August 1, 2011 cannot be determined, we will use Sept. 15 percentages.  Second by Carson.  Motion carries unanimously.
Jamboree report:  Susie and Lea reported a very positive experience including referee training.  One Pajaro Valley team didn’t appear.
Licensing courses:  German reports that December courses are very well attended.  He’d like to hold courses again in December.  He’ll need a turf field.  Dan says that Aptos High School field should be available.  He’d like to hold an F and E.  Motion by German to hold E and F courses in December.  Second by Carson.  Motion passes unanimously.
Susie reports a number of trainings for refs with quite a few new referees.
U9 comp have player passes, but since the league is in house, we don’t have to follow CYSA requirements such as signatures.  If, however, U9 wants to play District Cup they will want to have signatures on the passes.
Dan reported on his injury prevention clinic.  There was a great amount of talent with a huge amount of information.  
Charlie Bailey reported on the Santa Cruz Classic.  Things are coming together, but it remains a lot of work.  He noted that teams have complained about the expense of finding accommodations for a reasonable price in Santa Cruz.  There are 108 teams and 13 brackets.  Most are girls’ teams.  There is still a need for some refs.  Charlie will coordinate with Laura to get schedules on the website.  Mary Ann will coordinate the check in at the Hilton.
Spring ref fees:  We collected about $500 more in ref fees during the Spring than we expended.  Tony suggests allocating this to more ref clinics or kids in need to attend ref clinics and pay for uniforms.  
Dan would like to explore ways to get schedules out sooner so refs can get scheduled sooner.  Susie needs to get at least the first two weeks of the season as early as possible.  Dan suggests assigning a rec game coordinator for assigning rec refs throughout the county.  
Discussion about assuring that we are insured for all of our activities, not just CYSA.  Carson reported that Breakers picked up a second policy for about $400 that covered everything.  German noted that going through US Club is also a possibility.
Dan suggests having a board retreat.
Tony is trying to determine the status of Top Soccer.  There is no registration of any members for Top Soccer.   
Soccer complex at Palm Ave is moving forward slowly according to Tony. 
CCSL meeting is tomorrow per Dan.  Any issues get them to Dan so he can bring it to CCSL.  The CCSL people are very service oriented despite a lot of issues and problems. 
Susie reports that District 2 was supposed to bring all the ref groups into one arbiter.  District 2 says that they will pay everyone’s fees for the arbiter, but they haven’t done this yet.  Our license to use the arbiter expire Sept. 15, though, so Susie would like to get fees from all the clubs to pay for an extension just in case.  German suggests that we use league funds to assure that we have access to an arbiter account and then ask the clubs to reimburse.
Lea reports that fields are a challenge with Santa Cruz since Branciforte is being remodeled.
Melissa reports that Aptos is doing well.  New volunteers have done an excellent job.  75 kids registered for rec in the past two weeks.
Carson reports that several players have been accepted to colleges to play soccer.  Breakers is trying to work with Gina Castaneda in Watsonville and also hosting a Halloween tournament.  Brief discussion of the tension between the Academy program and their insistence that boys not play high school soccer.  This isn’t a Breakers’ directive, but comes from United States Soccer Federation.
Next meeting is Tuesday, October 4th.  Location TBD, 7PM. 
Meeting was adjourned at 9:15 PM.
